eat?

e How are fruit and seeds connected? Ponder God's use of
exponential expansion throughout creation.

e God’s physical illustrations often point to a spiritual parallel.
Consider the fruit of the Spirit alongside physical fruit, what
connections can you make? (Gal 5:22-23)

e Leaves represent a “covering” in the Bible. How are leaves and
fruit connected?
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
